Current Events Journal Expectations

Keep this sheet as a guide to completing your current events!

Your Current Events Journal will be located in a heavy duty folder with 3 prongs. Label it accordingly on the front with your name. You can use any form of media (television, newspaper, magazines, the internet, etc) to get your current events article/story. My suggestion is you use a variety to give you exposure and experience working with each type of media. Choose stories that are of interest to you. It is always a good idea to search the news from around the world (especially when we are studying a particular area or region) so that you have a broader understanding of what's happening around the globe. I also suggest that you use on occasion news sources that are not American (BBC). Do it and you will see why. You are required to do one event per week. On Fridays, you may be called on to discuss your event.  Folders will be graded at random 2-3 times per 9 weeks. It is imperative that you stay on top of these assignments.
