Grading Policy:

1. Students will be tested on material every 1-2 weeks. There will also be announced/unannounced quizzes 
2. Students will also receive a grade on any homework that is assigned. Students will have homework regularly (2-3 times per week). This will include reading sections of the textbook and completing notes (a sample will be provided).

3. Classwork-such as starters, in/out of class projects, and other assignments will also be a part of a students grade.  
4. Assignments that are turned in late will have points deducted, and after a period of 3-5 days, depending on assignment, will not be graded. 

Attendance:

1. It is very important for students to be in class everyday. You are responsible for ALL assignments on the appropriate due dates. Tests and assignments are always announced in advance; therefore, an absence does NOT excuse students from fulfilling these responsibilities.

3. All missed tests and work must be made up by one week following the absence, except in special circumstances as determined by the teacher. Failure to makeup work in the time allotted will result in a “0.” No exceptions.

5. Complete participation is expected and required every day.
